	Strengths of the lesson:


Introduction to lesson:  Good.  

You asked how the children were and they responded in a positive way.  You immediately engaged them.  

Recapped on previous lessons.   Good.  

You asked open ended questions and the girls were keen to engage and offer answers.

Opening of lesson: Very good

Again, you reviewed and recapped on previous lessons.  Good.
Children were engaged and they most certainly knew the topic.  Their knowledge of the Earth, it’s environment and resources was impressive.  

Guided and Independent Experience.

Very good.  You thoroughly engaged the girls. Their knowledge of natural and human made materials was impressive.  It was great to see them so keen and enthusiastic too.  Every child in the class was able to participate which was really fantastic.  Well done.  

Activity

Your activity was excellent.  You engaged every child.  You were clear about the instructions and that they should work as groups.   

My only criticism is that you need to project your voice.  It was difficult for the children at the back of the class to hear you.  









	Areas for development:


Before you start the class

Take time to reiterate the class rules even if this takes a few minutes.  After calendar time they are always a little ‘hyper’ and it takes them a little time to settle.  You need to project your voice more.  Very difficult to hear you when not in close proximity.

Opening of lesson:

You showed a piece of aluminum first.  They knew what it was for but confused about where it came from.  They didn’t appear to understand why you were showing them a piece of rock.  

You didn’t follow through with the items on your lesson plan, i.e., mirror and sand.
This was a shame as I thought, the girls would relate much better to glass and mirrors rather than the aluminum example.

Guided and Independent Experience:

When you asked the girls to return to their seats from the carpet, you need to take a minute or two to reiterate the class rules.  Settle them down and use sanctions such as class dojo as positive reinforcement.

Pictures of the various shelters should have been on a power point presentation.  That way you engage the whole class.  By going from table to table showing them the pictures, the girls at the front of the class were bored and talking about other things by the time you returned to the front of the class.  More time was then spent in settling them down.



Miss Masada has been impressive given that she is a first year student.  From week one she engaged enthusiastically with both myself and the students.  She started teaching in her first week.  She taught the science outcomes for 3 and half weeks and did a really solid job.  I have since assessed the students, in what she taught and their knowledge is really quite impressive.   

She was keen and enthusiastic about everything, in a lovely gentle, quiet manner.  Both myself and the girls miss her input.
